Final bidding takes place at the show’s reception on Saturday, July 13th from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m. There will be refreshments, and entertainment from well known Benicia musician Marcy Fortner Orendorff.

Featured artists for the “Home Town” show are Gay Roche and Barrie Robinson. Roche is known for her drawings and paintings of figures and local sites. Robinson surprises her viewers with ceramics and constructions made with found objects. 

Guest Artist for the show is collage artist Janel Valls, who uses mixed media such as found and created paper patterns and paint to create her designs.
